INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

The Project:
Within the Project “Approximation of EU and RF Technical Regulation and Standardization
Systems”, EuropeAid/132827/C/SER/RU the author of this document has been asked to review the

draft law “Federal Law on Standardisation in the Russian Federation”.

The Authors:

Elisabeth Stampfl-Blaha is a lawyer and economist by education and has 27 years of experience in

standardisation systems at the national, European and international level. At present she is Managing
Director of the Austrian Standards Institute and ISO Vice-President (technical management). She has
been involved in many institution building projects, inter alia also related to the development of legal

frameworks for standardization (laws, statutes, rules of procedure).

Han Zuyderwijk is the Team Leader of “Approximation of EU and RF technical regulation and
standardisation system” (EuropeAid/132827/C/SER/RU). He holds a law degree of the University of
Leiden and has 25 years of experience working in the field of European technical regulation and

standardisation.
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The Approach:

The author has used the English translation provided by the project team and (in case of doubt
concerning the English translation) the Russian version provided by the project team. The review aims
to bear in mind the present situation of the Russian Federation, the political and economic objectives
set by the Russian Federation as well as the international legal (WTO) and institutional (e.g. ISO/IEC)
framework. The review is written in such a way that is does not necessarily request the availability of
the text of the draft law, but rather as a self-standing document. The comments in the document are
personal comments from the author and do not per se reflect any view of any organization the author is

associated with.

THE STRUCTURE OF THE DRAFT RUSSIAN LAW ON
STANDARDISATION

The draft Law comprises 10 chapters which deal with the following issues:

General Provisions (Chapter 1) such as scope, definitions, objectives and principles.

Provisions on the National Standardisation System and its documents:
Chapter 2 deals with the Federal executive Authority, the national standards body, the special role of
“Rosatom”, Technical and project committees, advisory bodies, stakeholders, Federal Information

Fund, and Chapter 3 defines the categories of documents.

Development of standardization documents and participation in international, regional and
interstate standardisation systems and application of standards documents in the territory of the
Russian Federation:

Chapter 4 describes the development and approval of standardisation documents, Chapter 8 stipulates
the objectives and ways of participation in international, regional and interstate standardisation
systems. Chapter 6 contains provisions on the application of standardisation documents in the Russian

Federation including references to national standards.

State Policy in the Field of Standardization:
Chapter 5 stipulates that the Government of the Russian Federation defines the state policy in the field

of standardization and deals with its implementation.
Information, publication and distribution of standards:
Chapter 7 deals with information, publication and distribution issues and defines the role of the sign of

the national standardisation system.

Financing of the standardisation system

Chapter 9 defines the principles of financing and which activities can be financed.

Final and transitional provisions are contained in Chapter 10.
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GENERAL PROVISIONS (Chapter 1)

1. Scope of regulation of this Federal Law
The draft law

regulates the development, approval and implementation of standardisation documents
establishes the organizational framework of the national standardisation system

sets the framework for a unified state standardization policy

relates to national standards.

Comment: the scope is comprehensive and covers all relevant issues that should be
addressed in a legal framework for standardisation.

2. Main definitions

>

Comment: In general, the definitions are based on ISO/IEC Guide 2:2004 and
therefore aligned with international approaches. It is clearly mentioned that
standardisation is an activity which establishes documents for voluntary use. At the
same time, the draft law could elaborate a bit more on the concept of voluntary
standards, in particular because it has turned out not always to be clearly understood.
Comment: The concept of consensus is characterized by the absence of sustained
opposition to substantial issues by any important part of the concerned interests and
by a process that involves seeking to take into account the views of all parties
concerned and to reconcile any conflicting arguments. The use of the phrase
“Agreement of the qualified majority of members of the technical committee... "does
not fully reflect the principle of absence of sustained opposition. Therefore it is
recommended to use directly the formulation from ISO/IEC Guide 2:2004.

3. Objectives of standardisation

Comment: The list of objectives is very comprehensive and provides a very good
overview on the variety of fields where standardisation plays a major role.
Comment: The objectives clearly relate to the general economic trade policies of the
Russian Federation, e.g. “provision of compliance ...with the WTO Agreement on
Technical Barriers to Trade, ... Customs Union, Eurasian Economic Community,
Commonwealth of Independent States”; “development of international, regional and
national standards with participation of Russian experts”, “contribution to the
integration of the RF into the world economy and international standardisation

systems”.

4. Principles of standardisation
» Comment: although the WTO principles are not directly quoted, the WTO principles

of transparency, coherence, openness, consensus, effectiveness and relevance are
addressed in the text. However, the text does not seem to address explicitly the
principle of impartiality.

5. Legislation of the Russian Federation on standardisation
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» Comment: The role of legislation on the one hand and standardization on the other
hand are addressed here. It is noteworthy that it is stipulated that international
agreements shall prevail over this law.

6. Standardisation of defence products
This article stipulates specific requirements for products and services in the area of
defence products (except for dual use) and nuclear energy.

NATIONAL STANDARDISATION SYSTEM (Chapter 2)

7. National standardisation system of the Russian Federation
This article defines as the three components of the national standardisation system 1) the
participants in standardisation work, 2) the Federal Information Fund of Standards and 3)
standardisation documents.
It further defines eight categories of participants of standardisation work (cf. 2" paragraph of
Article 7).

» Comment: This article seems to be an appropriate place where — bearing in mind the
principle of openness — the various stakeholder categories participating in
standardisation work could be mentioned (public authorities, companies, etc.). It is
however to be noted that broad stakeholder involvement is foreseen in Art. 11 number
2.

8. Federal executive authority performing the functions of public policy and legal
regulation in the field of standardisation
Article 8 stipulates nine tasks for the Federal executive authority performing the functions of

public policy and legal regulation in the field of standardisation. There are policy-related
functions (e.g. to develop proposals for the state policy in the field of standardisation),
regulatory functions (e.g. perform legal regulations of activities in the field of
standardisation), organisational functions (e.g. establishing procedures for various items),

control functions (e.g. establishment of work indicators) and also a function related to the
standardization programme, i.e. to identify priority areas for standardisation.

9. National standards body
Article 9 defines twenty-two tasks of the national standards body which can be performed by
the body directly and through territorial agencies.
» Comment: the name of the national standards body is not given and in the draft law
there is no procedure for its appointment.

10. Federal executive authorities, the State Atomic Energy Corporation “Rosatom”
Article 10 defines areas of cooperation between Federal executive authorities and “Rosatom”

on the one hand and the national standards body on the other hand.
» Comment: Art. 10 provides some basic stipulations about responsibilities and
cooperation, but it seems advisable that a mechanism be created to ensure the
practical implementation of those principles.

11. Standardisation technical committees in the Russian Federation

» Comment: In this article the broad stakeholder involvement is mentioned (cf. number
2). It is suggested to give more visibility to this very important principle under the
section “General Provisions — Principles of standardisation”.

» Comment: No mention is made of the role of technical committees as mirror
committees to international or regional standardization committees.

» Comment: It is appreciated that it is explicitly stipulated that representatives of
foreign (ATTENTION: wrong translation from Russian to English as
“international” instead of “foreign”) organizations may enter standardisation
technical committees as observers.
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12. Standardisation project committees
» Comments: Same as for Article 11

13. Standardisation advisory bodies
This Article foresees a public standardisation council as well as sectorial and cross-
sectorial councils, both with concrete tasks.

» Comment: Those advisory bodies have the potential to considerably enhance the
strategic involvement of stakeholders, both at the general as well as the sectorial
levels. They have the potential to play a vital role in the effective and efficient
development of the Russian standardization system, the standardization
programmes and the enhancement of the participation of Russian experts in
regional and international standardization.

14. Organizations and other actors whose activity is related to standardisation works
» Comment: This Article spells out the roles that stakeholders have in contributing
to standardization works — this is a very good way of clarifying the roles that
various stakeholders have within the Russian standardization system.
» Comment: it is welcomed that the possible participation of foreign legal and
national persons is explicitly mentioned.

15. Federal Information Fund of Standards
This Article stipulates the concrete responsibilities for the formation and maintenance
of the Federal Information Fund of Standards.
» Comment: those stipulations recognize the value of a standards collection as
a treasure of knowledge and could service as an example for other
legislations.

DOCUMENTS OF THE NATIONAL STANDARDISATION
SYSTEM (Chapter 2)

Categories of documents
The draft law differentiates between four categories of documents which are all defined in Art.
2.

Basic national standards, standardisation guidelines
This article mandates the national standards body to develop the relevant basic documents for

standardisation work.

National prestandards
Prestandards are created as an instrument for taking up results of innovative developments.

Standardisation recommendations
Standardisation recommendations are intended for preliminary examination in practices of

organizational and methodological provisions.

Standards of organizations and technical specifications
The difference between standards of organizations, technical specifications and standards are
clarified in the article.

Codes of practice
» Comment: the role of codes of practice (as defined in Art.2) is not totally clear
from the text of this draft law.
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PLANNING OF STANDARDISATION WORKS AND
DEVELOPMENT OF STANDARDISATION DOCUMENTS
(Chapter 4)

22. Standardisation programs
» Comment: Article 22 provides for medium-term planning of the standardisation
programmes and for transparency of this programme. However, we miss reference to
international, regional or interstate programmes.

23. Development and approval of standardisation documents

» Comment: the right of all stakeholders to participate in the development of national
standards is clearly spelt out here (here the same comment applies as for Art. 11 —
more visibility should be given to this under the section “General Provisions —
Principles of standardisation”.

» Comment: the period for public enquiry is in line with the WTO rule of 8 weeks.

» Comment: the reasons why a draft national standard may be rejected are very clearly
spelt out — this could serve as an example for other legislations.

STATE POLICY IN THE FIELD OF STANDARDISATION
(Chapter 5)

24. Implementation of the state policy in the field of standardisation
» Comment: Article 24 is clearly aimed at creating a standards-receptive political,
regulatory and administrative environment.
» Comment: In this context the promotion of participation in international and regional
standardisation is also mentioned — this very important element should be addressed
more throughout the draft law.
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APPLICATION OF STANDARDISATION DOCUMENTS IN
THE TERRITORY OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION (Chapter
6)

25. General provisions of application of documents of the national standardisation system
Art. 25 nr 1 underlines the voluntary nature of standards and equal treatment of national and
foreign goods.

» Comment: Art. 25 nr.2 permits direct reference to international, regional, foreign etc.
standards by technical regulations; this enables the legislator to make use of non-Russian
documents in a flexible way which is an important element for technological development.

» Comment: Given Russia’s global trade relations it is recommended that - in addition to
this important flexible mechanism — relevant international (regional, interstate etc.)
standards be implemented as Russian standards according to the declared priority for
international (regional, interstate etc.) standards - which is actually clearly stated under
Art. 26 nr.2.

26. Requirements for documents of the national standardisation system
» Art. 26 Nr. 2 contains a clear commitment to give priority to international and regional
standards. However, the procedures for implementing international/regional standards as
national standards seem not to be defined (cf. remark on national mirror committees).

27. Application of references to national standards and normative legal acts of the Russian
Federation
Art. 27 addresses the issue of reference to standards. It is clarified that for declaring a standard
mandatory the authority must have the necessary empowerment in view of legislative acts.
» Comment: The approach and process for reference to standards is in line with current
good practice of reference to titles and reference codes (only), but making the texts
available during the drafting and approval stage.

INFORMATION PROVISION OF STANDARDISATION
(Chapter 7)

28. Information provision of the national standardisation system
This article relates to the public availability of standards and related information.

29. Publication and distribution of documents of the national standardisation system
» Comment: Art. 29 Nr. 2 clearly makes reference to the terms defined by

international/regional standards organisations for the distribution of their respective
standards. Art. 29 Nr. 4 ensures respect and transparency of access conditions related to
foreign or international/regional standards.

30. Sign of the national standardisation system
This article relates to a voluntary mark that indicates compliance with a standard.
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INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION IN THE FIELD OF
STANDARDISATION (Chapter 8)

31. International cooperation in the field of standardisation
This article clarifies that there is only one national standards body to represent the Russian
Federation in international and regional standardizing organisations and explains the
objectives for international cooperation.

FINANCING OF STANDARDISATION (Chapter 9)

32. Financing of standardisation works

Financing of standardisation works is foreseen through the federal budget as well as state

corporations and organizations as well as non-governmental organisations.

» Comment: it is made clear that the basic structure, scientific research, participation fees
and the like shall be financed from the federal budget, whereas the development of
national standards being part of the program of development of national standards shall
also be financed by other entities (cf. above). This model seems appropriate to ensure on
the one hand the sustainability of the basic infrastructure and basic functions, whereas
other stakeholders are invited to fund specific standardization projects.

» Comment: no mention is made of other sources which are normally sources for funding
standardisation programmes such as selling standards and related services. It should be
clarified which is the model in this respect.

FINAL AND TRANSITIONAL PROVISIONS (Chapter 10)

33. Alignment of normative legal acts with this Federal Law
» Comment: The alignment period of ten years seems to be quite long. It is
recommended that the implementation programme for the alignment be more
ambitious than the legal alignment period.

34. Coming into force of this Federal Law
» Comment: The one-year-period between the publication of the law and the entry into

force should allow for good preparation of the practical implementation of the law.
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Some general and summarizing comments:

» The draft law takes into account the political and economic objectives of the Russian

Federation.

» The draft contains a clear commitment to voluntary standardisation.

» The commitment to international standardisation is underlined; however the structural

and procedural provisions seem to need further clarification.

» Involvement of stakeholders at strategic and programme level is expected to be a very
important element for the further development of the Russian standardization system
and the enhancement of Russian participation in standardization activities outside of

Russia.

» Art. 15 and Art. 23 contain provisions which can be considered as good practice of
relevance for other legislations. Also the stipulations related to reference to standards

reflect current good practice.

» The nomination of the national standards body is not addressed in this law (it might be

the object of another law).

» Besides the comments/questions related to article 30, the draft law is in line with the

WTO requirements.

“ON STANDARDISATION IN THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION”

Chapter 1. GENERAL PROVISIONS
Article 1. Scope of regulation of this Federal Law

This Federal Law regulates relations arising in development, approval and implementation of
standardisation documents, establishes organizational framework of national standardisation system,
and it is directed to provision of single state policy in the field of standardisation.

Standardisation documents covered by this Federal Law are solely national standards,

national prestandards, standardisation rules, standardisation recommendations, standards of
organizations, technical specifications, codes of practice.

Article 2. Main definitions
For the purposes of this Federal Law the following definitions are used:

standardisation - activity regarding establishment of rules, common principles and characteristics for
their voluntary and repeated use, aimed at achievement of adjustment with respect to subjects of
standardisation;

subject of standardisation — products, processes, services (works), management systems,
terminology, symbols, tests (researches, measurements) and test methods, marking, subjects of
accreditation, conformity assessment procedures and other subjects ensuring achievement of
standardisation aims;

standardisation document — documents establishing for voluntary and repeated use the rules,
common principles and characteristics of a subject of standardisation;

standard - standardisation document developed by consensus and approved by a standardisation
body (organisation), that provides, for common and repeated use, rules, guidelines or characteristics
for activities or their results, aimed at the achievement of the optimum degree of order in a given area;

consensus — agreement of the qualified majority of members of the technical committee on
standardisation in view of the requirements (rules, general principles, characteristics) for a subject of
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standardisation achieved under the rules established by the national standards body of the Russian
Federation;

international standardizing body — standardizing organization, whose membership is open for the
national standards bodies;

international standard — standard adopted by international standardizing organization;

regional standardizing organization — standardizing organization, whose members are the national
standards bodies of the states belonging to the same geographical, political or economic region;

regional standard — standard adopted by regional standardizing organization;

interstate standard — regional standard adopted by the Eurasian Council for standardisation,
metrology and certification;

national standards body of the Russian Federation — standardizing body authorized by the
Government of the Russian Federation to perform works in national standardisation system and
participate in the activities of a relevant international or regional standardizing organization as a
national member;

national standard — standard adopted by national standards body;

code of practice (code of rules)— standardisation document approved by the federal executive
authority within its powers containing technical practices and (or) description of design (including
researches), production, construction, installation, commissioning, operation, storage, transportation,
marketing and disposal, which is applied on a voluntary basis to observe the requirements of technical
regulations;

regional code of practice — code of practice adopted by the regional standards organization;
code of practice of a foreign state — code of practice adopted by a competent body of a foreign state;

standard of a foreign state — standard adopted by a national (competent) standards body
(organization) of a foreign state;

basic national standard - national standard establishing general provisions relating to execution of
standardisation works and also the types of national standards;

standardisation guidelines — standardisation documents adopted by national standards body of the
Russian Federation and containing organizational and methodological with respect to implementation
of standardisation woks and presentation of the results of these works;

standardisation recommendations — standardisation documents developed for preliminary control in
practice of transitionary organizational and methodological provisions in a relevant area, adopted by
national standards body of the Russian Federation;

national prestandard — standard adopted provisionally to gain necessary experience from its
application;

standard of organization — standardisation document adopted by an organization, including public
association, non-profit organization, engineering (or) research society, public corporation, self-
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regulatory organization, manufacturer of products, executor of services (works) and any other business
entity to improve production and quality assurance of products, works and services, and to disseminate
and use knowledge in various fields, the results of researches (tests), measurements and developments.

technical specifications — standard of organization adopted by a manufacturer of products (performer
of service (work) establishing the requirements for quality, safety of output specific products (service,
work) and control methods;

standardisation technical committee — created by national standards body in a form of cooperation
of legal persons and individuals (enterprises, organizations, state authorities, experts, other specialists,
etc.) on a voluntary basis in order to organize and conduct activities in the field of national
standardisation for fixed subjects or areas of standardisation;

standardisation project committee - created by national standards body in a form of cooperation of
state authorities, organizations, public organizations, individuals on a voluntary basis in order to
conduct specific standardisation work in the assigned area in case a relevant standardisation technical
committee is absent and also in case this standardisation work may affect the interests of several
standardisation technical committees;

national standardisation system — totality of participants of standardisation works acting in
accordance with single rules established by national basic standards and standardisation guidelines, the
Federal Information Fund of Standards, documents of national standardisation system,;

documents of national standardisation system — national standards, including basic national
standards, national prestandards, standardisation rules and standardisation recommendations;

standardisation research body — legal person carrying out as a major focus scientific or scientific
and technical activities in the field of standardisation,;

official publication of standardisation document - first making available to public of a text of a
standardisation document in Russian in printed form and (or) in public information system in digital
form,;

Article 3. Objectives of standardisation
Objectives of standardisation are:

promotion of scientific and technical progress, modernization of economy of the Russian Federation
and its sustainable development;

contribution to integration of the Russian Federation into the world economy and international
standardisation systems as an equal partner;

reduction of technical barriers to trade;
contribution of improvement of life quality of the population of the country;

establishment of the requirements for products safety, preservation of health and human performance
in labor process;

provision of necessary level of defense, mobilization readiness and national security;
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optimization and standardisation of production range, ensuring its compatibility and interoperability,
reduction of time of its design, manufacture and operational and disposal costs;

provision of economic, environmental, research and technological safety of the Russian Federation, as
well as safe use of nuclear energy;

promotion of competitiveness of products (works, services);

provision of safety of life, health and property of people, animals, plants, environmental protection,
assistance to development of life-support systems of the population in emergency situations;

prevention of the actions misleading consumers;
promotion of small and medium enterprises;
provision of public procurement;

enforcement of public procurement by using standard indicators, requirements, symbols and
terminology relating to technical and qualitative characteristics of the object of procurement
authorized by national standards;

provision of uniformity and comparability of measuring results;

rational use of resources in particular increase of energy efficiency and reduction of energy
consumption;

provision of compliance of national standardisation system with the provision of WTO Agreement on
technical barriers to trade and agreements within the framework of the Customs Union in the field of
technical regulation; promotion of economic integration of the member states of the Customs Union,
the Eurasian Economic Community, the Commonwealth of Independent States;

promotion of transfer of technology and the best laboratory practices;
intensification of the activities in international and regional standardizing organizations;
promotion of use of information technologies in the field of standardisation;

coordination of development of international, regional and national standards with participation of
Russian experts and standardisation technical committees.

Article 4. Principles of standardisation
Standardisation in the Russian Federation is based on the following principles:
compliance of standardisation documents with legislation of the Russian Federation

voluntary application of standardisation documents if otherwise is not foreseen in the legislation of
the Russian Federation;

mandatory execution of standardisation documents in respect of products (works, services),
established by Article 6 of this Federal Law in accordance with the scope of their application;
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inadmissibility of creation of obstacles to manufacture and products circulation, performance of works
and rendering of services in a greater degree, than it is minimum necessary for performance of the
objectives stated in Article 3 of the this Federal law;

transparency of processes of development of standardisation documents and protection of intellectual
rights;

provision of the rights of all stakeholders, interested in development of standardisation documents
achievement of consensus of the stakeholders in development and approval of national standards
compliance of standardisation documents with legislation of the Russian Federation;

unification of processes of development, storage of standards and their amendment, provision of
access to documents of national standardisation system,;

provision of consistency and completeness of standardisation, including provision of the required level
of defense, mobilization readiness and national security;

provision of continuity of standardisation works;
relevance of development of standardisation documents;

provision of compliance of the requirements (rules, basic principles, characteristics) included in
standardisation documents with progress in science, engineering and technology, advanced domestic
and foreign experience;

harmonization of standardisation documents with international and regional standards;

application in the prescribed manner in the territory of the Russian Federation of international and
regional standards, regional codes of practice, standards of foreign countries and codes of practice of
foreign countries;

establishment in standardisation documents of the requirements to monitor their implementation;
noncontradication of national standards to each other;

availability of information on standardisation taking account of the restrictions established nu
normative legal acts of the Russian Federation in the area of protection of data constituting a state
secret or relating to other limited-access information protected in accordance with legislation of the
Russian Federation,;

Article 5. Legislation of the Russian Federation on standardisation

Legislation of the Russian Federation on standardisation consists of this Federal Law, other federal
laws and other normative legal acts of the Russian Federation adopted in accordance with them.

Procedure, conditions and special aspects of application of standardisation documents for the purpose
of implementation of technical regulations are established by legislation of the Russian Federation in
the field of technical regulation.
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2. In case an international agreement of the Russian Federation related to the field of standardisation
establishes other rules, than those foreseen in this Federal Law, the provisions of an international
agreement shall be applied.

Article 6. Standardisation of defense products (works, services) provided under the state order,
products (works, services), used to protect information constituting a state secret or attributed
to other information of limited-access protected under the legislation of the Russian Federation,
products (works, services), details of which are a state secret, products (works, services) with the
requirements relating to safety in the field of nuclear energy , processes of design, manufacture,
construction, installation, commissioning, operation, storage, transportation, marketing,
disposal and underground disposal of the mentioned products

In respect of standardisation of defense products (works, services) provided under the state defense
order, products (works, services) used to protect information constituting a state secret or attributed to
other limited-access information protected under the laws of the Russian Federation, products (works,
services), details of which are a state secrets, products with the requirements relating to safety in the
field of nuclear energy including standardisation documents and also processes of design (including
researches), manufacture, construction, installation, commissioning, operation, storage, transportation,
marketing, disposal and underground disposal of the mentioned products (works, services) except of
products of dual purpose the President of the Russian Federation and Government of the Russian
Federation can additionally establish the requirements in the field of standardisation of the mentioned
products (works, services), including the participants of standardisation works, standardisation
documents, their planning, development as well as information provision, formation and
implementation of the public policy.

Article 7. National standardisation system of the Russian Federation

1. National standardisation system comprises the participants of standardisation works, the Federal
Information Fund of standards, standardisation documents.

2. Participants of standardisation works are:

federal executive authority performing the functions of public policy and legal regulation in the field
of standardisation;

national standards body;

federal executive authorities, the State Atomic Energy Corporation “Rosatom” within their powers in
the field of standardisation;

standardisation technical committees;
standardisation project committees;
scientific and research standards bodies;
advisory standardisation bodies;

organizations and other bodies involved in standardisation works.
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Article 8. Federal executive authority performing the functions of public policy and legal
regulation in the field of standardisation

Federal executive authority performing the functions of public policy and legal regulation in the field
of standardisation:

develops proposals for the state policy in the field of standardisation and submit them to the
Government of the Russian Federation,;

submits to the Government of the Russian Federation annual report on development and advancement
of works in the field of standardisation;

performs legal regulation of activities in the field of standardisation;

identifies priority areas for standardisation;

establishes work indicators in the field of standardisation;

approves image of the sign of national standardisation system and procedure of its application;
establishes procedure of performing the functions of national standards body;

establishes procedure of registration of national standardisation documents by national standards body
of the Russian Federation;

establishes procedure of free access to national standardisation documents.
Article 9. National standards body

National standards body:

implements public policy in the field of standardisation;

organizes interaction of federal executive authorities, the State Atomic Energy Corporation
“Rosatom”, standardisation technical committees, standardisation project committees, standardisation
advisory bodies in respect of development of standardisation documents and provide organizational
and methodological supervision in this field;

develops and approve standardisation programs;

organizes national, interstate, international and regional standardisation works, scientific and research
works for standardisation with participation of standardisation research bodies, standardisation
technical committees, standardisation project committees;

participates in development of the state, federal and departmental target programs in respect of
standardisation sections in case implementation of the stated programs is ensured in particular by
development and implementation of relevant national standards;

organizes formation, maintenance and publication of the list of national standards, referred in
normative legal acts of the Russian Federation, regulations of federal executive authorities, the State
Atomic Energy Corporation “Rosatom”;
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defines procedures of development, adoption, amendment and cancellation of national standards,
procedures to ensure consensus in development of national standards;

establishes standardisation guidelines including the requirements for contents of national standards,
forms and methods of interaction of the participants of national standardisation system;

organizes examination, registration of drafts of national standards and national prestandards,
standardisation guidelines and recommendations, establish the date of enforcement and adopt
standards;

organizes assessment of compliance of current national standards with the state of the art and, if
necessary, amend or cancel standards based on assessment results;

ensures application of sign of national standardisation system;

concludes within its powers international treaties (agreements) with international, regional
standardizing bodies and national standards bodies of other countries, including information exchange,
and organization of distribution of international (regional) standards and national standards of other
countries in the territory of the Russian Federation;

represents the Russian Federation in international and regional standardizing organizations;

performs registration of national standards of other countries and establish procedures for application
of international, interstate, regional standards and other standardisation documents and also national
standards of other countries as national standards in the territory of the Russian Federation;

publishes officially national standards, prestandards, standardisation guidelines and standardisation
recommendations;

defines international, regional standards and standards of other foreign countries for their application
as national standards taking account of the needs of economy;

distributes international, regional, interstate, national standards and other standardisation documents of
national standardisation system and directory of national standards and information references;

establishes and maintain the Federal Information Fund of Standards;

takes a decision on creation of standardisation technical committees, standardisation project
committees, approve statutes for standardisation technical committees, standardisation project
committees, provide methodological supervision, coordination and monitoring of their activities;
organize their participation in development of international and regional standards and other
standardisation documents;

prepares official comments on implementation of the adopted standardisation documents;
organizes professional training, retraining and skills improvement in the field of standardisation;

provides scientific and methodological support to organizations and public associations in
standardisation works.

National standards body of the Russian Federation performs its activity directly and through territorial
agencies.
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Article 10. Federal executive authorities, the State Atomic Energy Corporation “Rosatom”
1. Federal executive authorities and the State Atomic Energy Corporation “Rosatom”:
carries out the state policy in the field of standardisation within their powers;

provides sections on standardisation when developing the state, federal and departmental target
programs if implementation of the stated programs is ensured in particular by development and
application of relevant national standards;

determines the needs of standardisation development in its activity and prepare proposals and
programs taking account the provisions of this Federal law;

develops and approve jointly with national standards body of the Russian Federation future-oriented
standardisation programs on priority directions;

organizes standardisation works within their powers;

makes proposals to national standards body of the Russian Federation on creation of standardisation
technical committees, standardisation project committees;

develops and approves codes of practice within their powers;
Article 11. Standardisation technical committees in the Russian Federation

1. Standardisation technical committees are created for standardisation works in the assigned area of
activities.

2. Standardisation technical committees may be composed on voluntary and parity basis and equal
representation of the parties of the representatives of federal executive authorities, research
organizations, trade unions, public associations, manufactures, users (consumers) and other
organizations, including small and medium enterprises. The representatives of international
organizations may enter standardisation technical committees as observes.

3. National standards body establishes procedure of creation and termination of activities of
standardisation project committees in the Russian Federation.

4. National standards body performs management of standardisation technical committees,
coordination of their activities and monitoring.

5. Standardisation technical committee is responsible for compliance of the developed national
standards, national prestandards with interests of national economy, level of development of material
and technical base and current state of the art.

Article 12. Standardisation project committees

1. Standardisation project committees are created on a temporary basis for specific target activities of
national standardisation in the assigned area, if a corresponding standardisation technical committee is
absent, and in the event that such standardisation work may affect the interests of several
standardisation technical committees.
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2. Standardisation project committees on voluntary and parity basis may include representatives of
federal executive authorities, research organizations, trade unions, standardisation technical
committees, public associations and organizations, manufacturers, users (consumers), standardisation
technical committees of other organizations including small and medium enterprises. The
representatives of international organizations may enter standardisation technical committees as
observes.

3. National standards body of the Russian Federation establishes procedure of creation and termination
of activities of standardisation project committees in the Russian Federation.

4. National standards body of the Russian Federation performs management of standardisation project
committees, coordination of their activities and monitoring.

5. Standardisation project committee is responsible for compliance of the developed national
standards, national prestandards with interests of national economy, level of development of material
and technical base and current state of the art.

Article 13. Standardisation advisory bodies
1. Standardisation advisory bodies include:
standardisation public council under national standards body of the Russian Federation;

sectoral and cross-sectoral councils in the field of standardisation, created under the Russian public
organizations.

2. Standardisation public council under national standards body is composed of representatives of
cross-sectoral and sectoral councils in the field of standardisation, research organizations, trade
unions, public associations, industrial enterprises and educational institutions, standardisation
technical committees.

Main functions of standardisation public council under national standards body of the Russian
Federation are:

preparation of proposals in respect of efficiency increase in the field of standardisation taking account
of public policy in the field of standardisation;

study and discussion of standardisation problems, conformity assessment, quality and safety of
products, and other socially significant problems in the field of standardisation;

consideration of proposals of cross-sectoral and sectoral councils in the field of standardisation and
decision-making on the issues related to improvement of the activities of standardisation technical
committees, standardisation project committees;

research and summary of experience of international (regional) standardizing organizations and
foreign countries in respect of resolving problems in the field of standardisation;

collection and summary of proposals from public associations and general public to address problems
in the field of standardisation;
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analysis and preparation of recommendations for implementation of programs and projects in the field
of standardisation.

3. Sectoral and cross-sectoral councils in the field of standardisation are established on parity basis
composing of experts from research organizations, representatives of trade unions, public associations,
industrial enterprises and education institutions, standardisation technical committees and individuals.

Functions of sectoral and cross-sectoral councils in the area of standardisation are:

preparation of proposals in respect of efficiency increase in the field of standardisation at sectoral and
cross-sectoral level taking account of public policy in the field of standardisation;

study and discussion of standardisation problems, conformity assessment, quality and safety of
products, and other socially significant problems in the field of standardisation;

coordination of stakeholders in development and review of national standards, prestandards;
provision of development of mechanisms of public- private partnership in the field of standardisation;

research and summary of experience of international (regional) standardizing organizations and
foreign countries in respect of resolving problems in the field of standardisation;

Sectoral and cross-sectoral councils in the field of standardisation is open to foreign legal and natural
persons, having relevant professional training in the assigned area of activity of such councils.

Article 14. Organizations and other actors, whose activity is related to standardisation works
1. Organizations and other actors, whose activity is related to standardisation works:
participate in implementation of the state policy in the field of standardisation;

prepare proposals and programs of development of national standards taking account of the provisions
of this Federal law;

organize standardisation works within their powers including development and approval of standards
of organizations and (or) technical specifications;

participate in standardisation technical committees, standardisation project committees;

submit proposals to national standards body of the Russian Federation regarding creation of
standardisation technical committees, standardisation project committees.

Article 15. Federal Information Fund of Standards

The Federal Information Fund of Standards is created and maintained by national standards body of
the Russian Federation representing a public information resource.

To form and maintain the Federal Information Fund of Standards national standards body of the
Russian Federation organizes:

completing the Federal Information Fund of Standards with relevant documents;
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centralized record keeping (registration) and storage of documents of the Federal Information Fund of
Standards, and their timely updating;

depository storage for 10 years of the cancelled (expired) documents of the Federal Information Fund
of Standards to be transferred to the state archival storage;

exchange of standardisation documents with international (regional) and national standards bodies of
foreign countries;

provision to users of information about documents of the Federal Information Fund of Standards,
documents of this Fund and their copies (hard copy and (or) in electronic form);

provision of information and documents in the field of standardisation in accordance with the
obligations of the Russian Federation under international treaties of the Russian Federation in the field
of standardisation.

Rules of formation and maintenance of the Federal Information Fund of Standards are established by
the Government of the Russian Federation.

Chapter 3. DOCUMENTS OF NATIONAL STANDARDISATION SYSTEM
Article 16. Categories of documents

1. Documents of national standardisation system include:

documents of national standardisation system;

standards of organizations;

technical specifications

codes of practice.

2. Documents of national standardisation system are developed in accordance with the procedure
established by national standards body of the Russian Federation except for the cases specified by
Atrticle 6 of this Federal law.

Article 17. Basic national standards, standardisation guidelines

National standards body of the Russian Federation develops standardisation guidelines taking account
of public discussion procedures and provision of consensus, and they are mandatory for application in
development of documents of national standardisation system.

Article 18. National prestandards

1. National prestandards are developed for the purpose of confirmation of the results of scientific,
research works and design concepts for development of new types of products, new technological
processes, methods of production management and (or) promotion of implementation of achievements
of domestic science and innovations, future-oriented requirements of international and regional
standardisation documents for developing relevant national standards.
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Article 19. Standardisation recommendations

Standardisation recommendations are developed for preliminary examination in practice of
organizational and methodological provisions in a relevant area (before adoption of a national
standard, which may contain such provisions).

Subjects of standardisation in standardisation recommendations are:
standardisation processes;

processes of organization and production management;
management processes;

methods, design techniques, testing, measurements and/or analysis and also other subjects to ensure
achievement of standardisation aims.

Article 20. Standards of organizations and technical specifications

1. Standards of organizations are developed for products, processes of organization and management
(management processes), technological processes, methods, design techniques, testing, measurements
and (or) analysis; services provided by the organization; operation processes at the stages of product
life cycle and other subjects to achieve standardization aims,

Standards of organizations can be developed for new products, processes, services, test methods
resulting from researches and including innovative technologies, principles of organization and
management of production and other activities, and for dissemination and implementation of the
results of fundamental and applied studies obtained in different areas of expertise and professional
interest.

Standards of organizations are directly applied by an organization in order to improve production and
assure quality of products, works and services, and use the received knowledge in various fields, the
results of research (tests), measurements and developments.

2. Technical specifications are developed to establish requirements as to quality, safety of
manufactured products (services, works) and control methods.

Technical specifications are applied directly by a manufacturer (executor) of products (services,
works) and when signing contracts in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation.

3. Procedure of development, approval, registration, amendment and cancellation of standards of
organizations are be established by organizations independently subject to the provisions of Article 4
thereof.

Draft standard of organization and draft technical specifications may be submitted by the developer to
a relevant standardisation technical committee, which organizes examination of this draft.
Standardisation technical committee prepares a report to be addressed to the draft developer.

Article 21. Codes of practice
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Procedure of development and approval and implementation of codes of practice is established by the
Government of the Russian Federation.

Chapter 4. PLANNING OF STANDARDISATION WORKS AND DEVELOPMENT OF
STANDARDISATION DOCUMENTS

Article 22. Standardisation programs

1. National standards body adopts standardisation programs including:

national standards development program;

research program in the field of standardisation;

perspective long-term programs for development of standardisation in priority areas.

Planning of standardisation works is carried out for a medium-term perspective taking account of the
state policy in the field of standardisation and priority areas for economy of the Russian Federation.

2. Development of standard development program and its amendment is carried out by national
standards body based on national programs, federal and departmental target programs, perspective
standardisation programs on priorities, proposals of federal executive authorities, the State Atomic
Energy Corporation “Rosatom”, organizations and other entities involved in standardisation and
proposals generated by technical committees (standardisation project technical committees).

3. Sections on standardisation works shall be foreseen in development of the state programs, federal
and departmental target programs funded in whole or in part from the federal budget of the Russian
Federation when implementation of these programs is ensured by development and application of
relevant national standards.

4. National standards body of the Russian Federation once a month publishes and places in public
information system in digital form information on ongoing standardisation works in the current year
and standardisation documents approved from year to date.

Article 23. Development and approval of standardisation documents
1. Developer of standardisation documents may be a legal or a natural person, public association.

2. National standards body ensuring the principles of transparency of development of national
standards and the rights of all stakeholders to participate in development of national standards
establishes rules for development of national standards, national prestandards, standardisation
guidelines and standardisation recommendations, their amendment, procedure of preparation for
adoption and registration, official publication.

National standards body of the Russian Federation establishes procedure of development of national
standards on the basis of prestandards.

3. In order to implement the principle of transparency in development of national standards
(prestandards) and ensure participation of all stakeholders in their development, public discussion of
national draft standards (draft prestandards) is organized and carried out by publishing notices of their
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development and notifications of completion of public discussion at website of national standards
body, review of drafts of standards by the interested parties and preparation of their comments.
National draft standard (draft prestandards), summary of comments of the interested parties and a
revised draft shall be available for information.

Period of public discussion of a draft national standard (draft national prestandard) from the date of
publication of a notice on its development until the date of publication of a notice on completion of
public discussion shall not be less than two months.

4. National draft standards (draft prestandard) shall be subject to examination in standardisation
technical committees (standardisation project committees) responsible for standardisation of
respective subjects or areas of activity.

National standards body of the Russian Federation establishes procedure of examination of a draft
national standard (draft national prestandard) in respect of the following principles:

examination since the beginning of their development;

provision of broad discussion of drafts on the basis of transparency of their development;
involvement of all stakeholders in examination;

provision of a comprehensive examination;

In accordance with the results of examination a draft national (draft national prestandard) is presented
by standardisation technical committee (standardisation project committee) to national standards body
with a reasoned proposal for approval or rejection of this draft.

5. National standards body decides on adoption of a national standard and the date of its entry into
force on the basis of proposals of standardisation technical committee (standardisation project
committee).

Draft national standard may be rejected in the following cases:
- violation of the rules of drafting;

- there are reasoned complaints from the stakeholders in connection with failure to present a draft
standard and summary of comments of the stakeholders;

- failure to reach consensus of members of a technical committee.
Draft national prestandard may be rejected in the following cases:
- violation of the rules of drafting;

- there are reasoned complaints from the stakeholders in connection with failure to present a draft
standard and summary of comments of the stakeholders.

6. Decision of national standards body of the Russian Federation may be challenged in a juridical
procedure.
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7. National prestandard is valid for a limited period not exceeding three years, before development of
appropriate national standard, or until a decision on termination of a national prestandard.

8. National standards body of the Russian Federation establishes procedure of participation of
standardisation technical committees in development of interstate, international and regional
standards.

9. National standards body of the Russian Federation establishes procedure of publication of a notice
of a draft standardisation document and a notification of completion of public discussion of a draft
standardisation document.

CHAPTER 5. STATE POLICY IN THE FIELD OF STANDARDISATION
Article 24. Implementation of the state policy in the field of standardisation

1. State policy in the field of standardisation is aimed at improving the effectiveness of national
standardisation system with a view of development of economy and improvement of quality of life in
the Russian Federation. The Government of the Russian Federation establishes the state policy in the
field of standardisation.

2. The Government of the Russian Federation, federal executive authority responsible for public
policy and legal regulation in the field of standardisation, national standards body of the Russian
Federation, federal executive authorities, the State Atomic Energy Corporation “Rosatom” within their
powers, economic operators, public organizations, standardisation advisory bodies ensure
implementation of the state policy.

3. Implementation of the state policy in the field of standardisation is carried out through:

coordination of standardisation works of federal executive authorities, the State Atomic Energy
Corporation "Rosatom";

participation of federal executive authorities, the State Atomic Energy Corporation "Rosatom" within
its powers in development of standardisation documents in standardisation technical committees
(standardisation project committees);

promotion of participation in international and regional standardisation;

integration of sections of legal regulation into the state programs, federal and departmental target
programs, when implementation of the stated programs is ensured in particular by development and
application of relevant national standards;

development and implementation by national standards body of the Russian Federation of
standardisation programs to ensure implementation of relevant sections of the state programs, federal
and departmental target programs;

submission to the Government of the Russian Federation of annual national report on the status and
development of works in the field of standardisation;
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promotion of application of national standards in the activities of federal executive authorities
including public procurement.

support to organizations and public associations in standardisation works.

Chapter 6. APPLICATION OF STANDARDISATION DOCUMENTS IN THE TERRITORY
OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION

Article 25. General provisions of application of documents of national standardisation
system

1. Standardisation documents are applied on a voluntary basis similarly and equally irrespective of a
country and (or) a place of origin of the goods, implementation of production processes, operation,
storage, transportation, marketing and recycling, execution of works and rendering of services, types
or nature of transactions and (or) persons, who are manufacturers, contractors, sellers, purchasers if
other is not provided by the legislation of the Russian Federation.

2. Legislation on technical regulation regulates conditions of application of international standards,
regional standards, regional codes of practice, standards of foreign countries, codes of practice of
foreign countries, which application on a voluntary basis ensure compliance with the requirements of
the adopted technical regulation or contain rules and methods of research (testing) including sampling
rules necessary for application and implementation of the adopted technical regulation and conformity
assessment.

Article 26. Requirements for documents of national standardisation system

1. Documents of national standardisation system shall not contradict international treaties of the
Russian Federation ratified in the manner prescribed by legislation of the Russian Federation, federal
laws and other normative legal acts of the Russian Federation.

2. National standards and national prestandards are developed on the basis of international and
regional standards, except if such development is recognized impossible due to non-compliance of
requirements of international and regional standards with climatic and geographic characteristics of
the Russian Federation, technical and (or) technological specificity or other reasons, or the Russian
Federation in accordance with the established procedures is against adoption of international or
regional standard or separate parts thereof.

Article 27. Application of references to national standards and normative legal acts of the
Russian Federation

1. In case the Government of the Russian Federation, the federal executive authorities, the State
Atomic Energy Corporation "Rosatom" are empowered to define requirements for different activities
or their results, the relevant requirements can be determined by incorporating into the normative legal
acts of the Russian Federation of the data of the executive authorities and providing references for
national standards published in the prescribed manner.

References to national standards shall ensure:

removal of technical barriers to trade;
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harmonization within the framework of integration processes;

application of common requirements in economic sectors identified by the Government of the Russian
Federation;

compliance with technical or functional requirements of a normative legal act;
simplification of the structure of a normative legal act.

References to national standards in the normative legal acts of the Russian Federation are applied by
titles and reference code of standards specifying the date of approval (registration) of national
standards, paragraphs (sections) of national standards.

2. Texts of national standards, containing references are attached to the corresponding draft legislative
acts of the Russian Federation during the operating procedure established in accordance with the
legislation of the Russian Federation for drafting and approval.

3. National standards body of the Russian Federation publishes in its print and places in the public
information system the list of national standards, which are referenced in normative legal acts of the
Russian Federation ( hereinafter - the list ) .

Procedure of formation, maintenance and publication of the list and its structure is determined by the
federal executive authority responsible for public policy and legal regulation in the field of
standardisation.

4. When preparing amendments or cancellation of the national standard included in the list, the
national standards body of the Russian Federation informs the Government of the Russian Federation,
the interested federal executive body, the State Atomic Energy Corporation "Rosatom" about the
planned amendment or cancellation of the national standard.

Chapter 7. Information provision of standardisation

Article 28. Information provision of national standardisation system

Information provision of national standardisation system is realized by:

Federal Information Fund of Standards;

official publication of standardisation documents, issue-related collections of standards.

Procedure of official publication of standardisation documents must be established by national
standards body.

Article 29. Publication and distribution of documents of national standardisation system

1. National standards body arranges official publication and distribution in the prescribed manner of
national standards, prestandards, standardisation guidelines and standardisation recommendations.

2. National standards body organizes publication and distribution of documents of international and
regional standardizing, in which the Russian Federation represents national standards body of the
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Russian Federation in the manner and on the terms defined by a relevant international or regional
standardizing organizations.

3. National standards included in the list foreseen by Article 27 of this Federal law shall be subject to
free e access as well as national basic standards and standardisation guidelines.

Public libraries and in particular libraries of standards specially founded in federal territories, libraries
of the Russian Academy of Sciences and other academies, research institutes, higher education
institutes are provided with documents of national standardisation system taking account of their
updating to organize open access pursuant to the terms of a contract with national standards body of
the Russian Federation.

4. In cases where the license agreements with foreign right holders and international agreements and
other rules of international law foresee compensation and (or) inadmissibility of open access to
standardisation documents, national standards body of the Russian Federation organizes official
publication of information about fees for the provision of relevant documents and distribution rules in
the print edition of national standards body of the Russian Federation standardisation and in public
information system in a digital form.

Article 30. Sign of national standardisation system
1. Sign of national standardisation system is fixed on:

* documents of national standardisation system in order to inform their users about belonging of
these documents to national system of standardisation;

* products (services, works), if a manufacturer (supplier, contractor) publicly declares that this
product (service, work) is manufactured in accordance with relevant national standards.

Products (service, work), which fail to meet national standards, shall not be marked with sign of
national standardisation system.

2. Description and rules of application of sign of national standardisation system are defined by
national standards body.

3. Sign of national standardisation system is not a special sign, and applies for information purposes
only.

Chapter 8. INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION IN THE FIELD OF STANDARIZATION
Article 31. International cooperation in the field of standardisation

1. National standards body represents the Russian Federation in international and regional
standardizing organizations operating in the field of standardisation

2. Main objectives of international cooperation in the field of standardisation are:

* removal of technical barriers to trade
* provision of competitiveness of domestic products on the world market;
harmonization of national standards with international and regional standards;
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* protection of interests of the Russian Federation in development of international, regional and

interstate standards;
development of international, regional and interstate standards on the basis of national

standards of the Russian Federation in respect to new competitive products and technologies,
including developed as a result of bilateral and multilateral cooperation;

* sharing of experience and information on standardisation at international level;

* improvement of regulatory support of trade, economic, scientific and technical cooperation of
the Russian Federation with other countries;

* provision of uniformity of measurements in coordination with other countries;

* involvement of representatives of industry and other sectors of economy in development of
international, regional and interstate standards.

3. International and regional cooperation in the field of standardisation is carried out in the
framework of activities of international and regional standardizing organizations, as well as on
bilateral and multilateral basis with respective organizations of other countries in the framework of
treaties and contracts on cooperation or memoranda of understanding.

4. Participation of the Russian Federation in international and regional cooperation in the field of
standardisation includes:

* participation in activities of leading, coordinating and advisory bodies of international and
regional standardizing organizations;

* participation in technical committees (subcommittees, groups)of international and regional
standardizing organizations, including running of secretariats of technical committees and
subcommittees;

* development of international, regional and interstate standards.

Chapter 9. FINANCING OF STANDARDISATION
Article 32. Financing of standardisation works
1. Federal budget may finance expenses for:

* implementation of national standards development program;

* development of interstate standards under the program of development of national standards;

* development and expertise of standardisation stated in Article 6 of this Federal law;

* development of advanced programs on development of priorities in standardisation;

* formation, maintenance and publication of a list of national standards foreseen by Article 27
of this Federal Law;

¢ scientific research in the field of standardisation,;

* expertise of particular standardisation documents and drafts of interstate standards under the
program of development of national standards;

* monitoring of national prestandards;

* formation and maintenance of Federal Information Fund of Standards;

* payment of fees to international and regional standardizing organizations by the Russian
Federation;
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2. State corporations, organizations and non-governmental organizations may finance:

* development and expertise of national standards being part of the program of development of
national standards;

3. Procedure for financing the expenses referred to in paragraph 1 is determined by the Government of
the Russian Federation.

Chapter 10. FINAL AND TRANSITIONAL PROVISIONS
Article 33. Alignment of normative legal acts with this Federal Law

Industry standards developed and adopted before entry into force of Federal Law of 27.12.2002 Ne
184- FZ " On Technical Regulation", used for provision of public use, with the exception of standards
for defense products (works, services) supplied under a state defense order, products (works, services)
used to protect information classified as a state secret or attributed to other restricted information
protected under the laws of the Russian Federation, products (works, services), details of which are the
state secrets, products with the requirements related to safety in use of nuclear energy, design
processes (including researches), manufacture, construction, installation, commissioning, operation,
storage, transportation, marketing, disposal and underground disposal of these products shall be
transformed into national standards or codes of practice within ten years from the date of entry into
force of this Federal Law.

Article 34. Coming into force of this Federal Law

The present Federal Law comes into force after twelve months from the date of its publication.
